HETEROSEXISM? 
A Word About Our Liturgical Art  

The centerpiece incorporated into this year's liturgical art was created by Diane 
Pyles, Minister of Liturgical Arts and Music at Disciples United Community 
Church, (Lancaster, PA) who tells us: 
 
"This piece is inspired by the ministries of Dr. Mary  E. Hunt and Dr. Diann L. Neu, 
two pastors who, when the Church said "NO," decided to create a new thing, 
the Women's Alliance for Theology, Ethics, and Ritual (WATER). 
 
"As Mary said, 'Enough time has been spent in our churches on the wrong issue, ho-
mosexualityé let's talk about heterosexism.' 
 
"Heterosexism, I learned this summer at the LTS Summer Academy, is a reasoned 
system of bias regarding sexual orientation that denotes prejudice in favor of hetero 
people and against homosexuals and bisexuals.  I already knew that God loved every-
body and that Christianity opposes systems of privilege.  But now, I see this word 
and its meaning hold common ground for Allies and for LGBT, all Christians." 
 

"We do not need to defend love in Christianity but eradicate the sin of heterosexism."

In 1967 a young man wandered off into the desert and returned proclaiming his encounter with 
the living Christ.  What followed was an evangelistic explosion among the Jesus People that David 
Di Sabatino presents as key to the growth of both the Calvary Chapel and The Vineyard into the 
beginnings of the denominations that both have become today. 

Though credited with a God-given gift for evangelism and surrounded by stories of miraculous 
signs and wonders, Lonnie Frisbee is not mentioned by name in official accounts of either of the 
church movements in which he ministered.  For in addition to his charismatic appeal and remark-
able talents, he also struggled with homosexual desires that the Church had labeled as sin.

Do you believe that someone can be gay and Christian? 

Are you mesmerized by miracle stories or do you believe that all that faith healing 
stuff is nonsense? 

 
These are some of the issues raised by this short yet captivating film which brings together the 
voices of those who knew and loved Lonnie Frisbee, those who struggle with the perceived disso-
nance between his public and private life, and voices such as Troy Perry and Mel White who wit-
ness to the trials faced by gay Christians.
